Scarecrow name:

School name and suburb:

Made entirely from repurposed, recycled
and reused materials.
   
Be habitat farmer themed.
 
Robust as they will be outside in all
elements and will need to be moved
around.    
No loose parts. 
   
Be mounted on a main pole, the width of a
broomstick (22-25mm) with 40cm of the
pole free to fit into stand or it can be
freestanding with the support also provided.
   
No taller than 2 metres high and no wider
than 60 centimetres. 

No heavier than 20kg.

Scarecrow criteria

Maximum width of

scarecrow is 60cm
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Main pole diameter is to be no

wider than a typical broom handle

(22-25mm)

Main pole to have

min. 40cm

clearspace
